Dear Parent/Guardian: 
 
 On June 23rd, the school year will come to an end marking the second full year of our 
Mandatory School Uniform Policy in our elementary schools. 
 
 We have listened to suggestions from school administrators, teachers, parents and 
students regarding our present policy and have responded to their recommended changes to 
improve the regulations. 
 
 Attached is a summary of the revised regulations for our elementary school policy.  
These new regulations will go into effect on the first day of the school year in September. 
 
 As in the past, all khaki pants, shorts and skorts may be purchased from the store of your 
choice.  If your child will be wearing a sweatshirt or sweater to school this year, they will have to 
be either khaki or blue in color, and may be purchased at the store of your choice.  Sweatshirts 
must be solid navy or khaki with no writing in front or back.

ELEMENTARY SCHOOL UNIFORM POLICY 
 

 
Additions to Elementary School Uniform Dress Code 

• White golf type shirt – long or short sleeves with logo 
• Long sleeve khaki/navy blue t-shirt with logo 
• Short sleeve khaki/navy blue t-shirt with logo 
• Any shirt worn under the school uniform shirt (layering) must be solid 

white, blue or khaki.  Stripes and all other colors are not to be worn. 
• Legging (tights) must be solid navy blue or tan (off white).  Stripes/colors 

other than navy blue/tan (off white) may not be worn. 
• Sweatshirts must be navy blue or khaki and be free of any writing or logo.  

The only acceptable logo is the Board of Education.  Plain navy/khaki 
sweatshirts may be worn. 

• Solid navy blue/khaki turtle necks may be worn with Board of Education 
logo. 

• Khaki Bermuda style walking shorts or khaki cargo shorts, of appropriate 
length may be worn to school. 

• Khaki jumper (dress) for the girls.
