levels, or disabilities.
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bicycles. Drivers of low-speed e-bikes and e-scooters:

= Must ride in the same direction as traffic and obey all traffic lights,
signs, and signals.

® Are advised to wear helmets to minimize potential head injury.
Helmets are required in NJ for youth under age 17.

e Must park devices without blocking pedestrian and/or wheelchair
access.

= Should not ride on sidewalks. Off-road trails generally do not allow
motorized bicycles, but may allow e-bikes and e-scooters.
Regulations vary by municipality and county. Check all local
ordinances and policies. Ride slowly in areas with pedestrians.
